John Andoh:

Our FAA agent has changed. The airport AIP was discussed and will agendized
for the next AAC meeting.

Reported that the electrical and runway improvement projects will continue to
move forward next year with the FAA grant funds we already have.

At the first of the year, another $15,000 will be granted from FAA to the airport.
Two hangars were rented this month which takes us from 11 to 9 vacancies.
Special promotion post cards have been mailed out.

Reported that the City Manager has asked that the expenditure of window
replacement and landscaping not be done and that the EnXco money be spent on
projects with more long term benefit to the airport. Commissioner Thompson
would like to see next meeting used to come up with a list of projects to be
considered, using the current project list as a base.
